3. Art Project Contest (Grades 9-12) Rules

a) Any type of art medium may be used. Judging will be based on all media
collectively, not on each individual art form.

b) Where possible, the following information should be printed on the back of
the project: student’s name, address, phone number (including area code),
school, grade level, and teacher’s name.

c) A Student Submission Form (obtained through schools or downloaded
from website at www.CCDScottsdale.com) should accompany each project.

d) In order to ensure fairness, the student’s name should NOT appear
anywhere on the front of the project.

e) Projects with names on the front are subject to disqualification at the
discretion of the Committee.

4. Each poster or art project must be the original work of just one student. No
“group” or “team” posters or art projects will be accepted.

5. Criteria for final judging

a) Attention to theme
b) Artistic excellence
c) Adherence to Contest Rules
